1. Galeries Lafayette Sprawling across several
buildings (don't miss its home department,

It is overrun with people, but for good
reason: Amost every French label is represented,
from Yves Saint Laurent and Louis Vuitton to

2. Pigalle In a situation that seems uniquely
Parisian, this brand-new shop is owned by a

the ave-like back room (accessible via an in-
store gravel path) as a repository for deeply
discounted samples and overstock from women'’s
lines like Comme des Garcons.

3. Printemps Like at Galeries Lafayette (which
is immediately next door), visitors can snag extra
discounts here. It's usually slightly less crazed,
which means that there are a wider array of

4. Woch Dom Paris thrift stores are often so
packed with stuff, you can barely get through

the door. Woch Dom, which comes off as a fancy,
slightly gothic boutique—black walls and airy
racks, with an opulent bed in the center of the
store—is the opposite.
